BNHBA Membership  
Continues to Increase

A concerted formal membership drive in May  brought 
in more than 30 new members to the BNHBA ð bring-
ing membership to 126 strong!  The association 
reported a membership of 102 in the Spring 2006 
edition of On The Level.  Since September 1005, 
membership has increased by 60%.

President Brian E. Dunn recapped the many accom-
plishments the Association achieved over the past year.  
The biggest success being growing membership to 126 
ð a 60% increase since September 2005!  He also 
cited what apparently is a renewed interest by BNHBA 
members in the organizationõs activities.  Mr. Dunn told 
the gathering of more than 41 that heõs optimistic that 
membership can grow to 200 next year.

On the þnancial side of the ledger, Mr. Dunn reported 
that weõre on solid þnancial ground and are now moving 
toward a solid future.

Massachusetts State Senator, Brian A. Joyce (D), who 
serves as Chairman of the Joint  Committee on Hous-
ing, addressed the fact that Massachusettsõ housing 
costs are some of the highest in the country.  Senator 
Joyce said that the requirement for sprinkler systems 
in new construction will add at least another $5,000 
to the price of a home!  The graduate of Milton High 
School, Boston College and Suffolk University Law 
School discussed the need to support Chapter 40B as 
well as òsmart growthó.

Following our recent general 
meeting at Signatureõs Res-
taurant I had the chance to re-
ÿect on my past year as Presi-
dent of BNHBA, it truly has 
been a positive year with the 
Association having achieved 
a sense community.

meeting inducted 15 new members.  With the success 
of the membership drive our membership has grown to 
126 and Iõm hopeful that our numbers can grow to 200 
in the next year.

I would like to thank Don Bryan in particular for heading 
the membership drive and the members of the Board 
of Directors for their assistance in the past year.  The 
Association was facing an uncertain future as my term 
commenced and with the help and guidance of the 
Board we have been able to stabilize your Associations 
þnances and move towards a solid future.

As we heard from Senator Brian Joyce that the future 
includes ongoing legislative challenges to ò40Bó at a 
time when the building codes are being changed, while 
simultaneously communities such as Plainville are at-
tempting to create their own affordable housing laws.    
With so many changes being considered at so many 
different levels, the involvement and diligence of the 
Association is heightened.  E-mails have recently been 
forwarded to the membership to alert you as to pro-
posed by-law changes being considered in Plainville, 
you also have received information relating to the pos-
sibility of the new building code requiring sprinklers in 
all new one and two family homes.  Absent any other 
changes that will be required under the pending 7th Edi-
tion of the Building Code, the requirement for sprinklers 
will add at least $5,000 per unit to the building cost of 
each unit.  This at a time when the out cry regarding 
the cost of housing continues to grow.  As indicated in 
the previous e-mails, your input is being requested on 

these and other matters.  If you want to have a say in 
how these regulations are formed now is the time to 
speak-up.

Again, thank you for your interest in our Association 
and I hope that you can volunteer for at least one of the 
various committees that we are seeking to staff.  Best 
wishes for an enjoyable and prosperous Summer.
